“Wintergreen” is one of the most highly regardedha hybrid couch
grasses. It is used at golf courses like Murray B®wolf Club, The
Heritage Golf Club and Metropolitan Golf Club. Whielly established
(over the next 18 months) the fairways will lodkelia carpet. It is an
aggressive grass and will easily handle the extseshéeat and cold that
are encountered in this area. As with all hybridatograsses,
“Wintergreen” requires low amounts of irrigation.
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
